WHAT IS REGIONAL NETWORK?

Regional networks are effectively the coming together of groups in an area 
who are engaged in Transition. There are lots of benefits to doing this as well as 
lots of challenges, ultimately regional networks have to be beneficial not a 
burden.

Role of regional networks
Be a place for peer to peer support to happen, informally and formally.
Provide a support network for Transition groups.
Organize regional events / conferences / training.
